A unit of SRM 1928 consists of a 
specular finish gold plated copper disk, approximately 6.0 mm thick and 50.8 mm in diameter.  SRM 1928 is shipped 
in an anodized aluminum container with protective inserts constructed in such a way as not to impinge upon the front 
surface of the mirror.  The SRM is placed with its front surface face down into the bottom half of the container. 

Disposal:  SRM 1928 should be disposed of in accordance with local, state, and federal regulations.
